NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE VILLAGE COMMISSION OF
THE VILLAGE OF WEBBERVILLE THAT:

1. ELECTION

A. An Election (the "Election") is hereby called to elect the following municipal officers: the
mayor and two Village Commissioners, all of whom are to be elected at-large. The
Village Commissioners shall be elected as Place 1 and Place 2.

A paper ballot and compatible equipment for such an Electlon as defined and described in the
 Texas Election Code, shall be utilized for the Election. Ballots shall be prepared in accordance
with the Texas Election Code, so as to permit the electors to vote for the candidate(s) of their
choice, whom shall appear on the ballot for the following positions: the mayor and two Village

Commissioners, all of whom are to be elected at-large.

4. COND‘UCT oF 'ELECTION

,The Electlon shall be conducted by electlon officers appomted by the V111age Comm1ssmn in - |
accordance with the Texas Election Code the Constitution and laws of the State of Texas and
the United States of America.

5. APPOINTMENTS

. A. The Village Commission hereby appoints the Village Clerk as the election officer for the

O sole purpose of conducting the election, early voting related thereto, tabulation of votes and

~— the custody of any records from such election. This appointment includes services as the
Early Voting Clerk for the Election, except for the receipt of applications and ballots for
early voting by mail, provision for which is specifically made in section 8, below.

B. The Village Commission hereby appoints Ruth McGwier as Election Judge, and Ellen
Hironymous and Nancy Johns as Alternate Election Judges. If these individuals cannot
serve, the Mayor is authorized to appoint alternates.

order to enable voters to properly participate in the election process. In addition, the Village shall
provide the services of as a translator speaking both English.and Spanish languages to voters who

- notify the Village of the need for such a service.

8 EARLY VOTIN G BY MAIL '

A. The Village Secretary shall serve as- Early Votmg Clerk for the purpose of receiving ballot
applications for ballots to be voted by mail. Ballot applications submitted by mail shall be
addressed to the Village's Early Voting Clerk at the following address:

B. The Early Voting Clerk for Webberville shall collect all applications for ballots received
by Webberville the above address during the period allowed by the Texas Election Code.

9.EARLY VOTING BY PERSONAL APPEARANCE
A. The Village Secretary shall serve as the Early Voting Clerk for all purposes. The Early
Voting Clerk shall have the authority to designate such deputy early voting Clerks as may be
necessary to staff the Early Votmg Pollmg Place estabhshed under this Order

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10. CANVASSING OF RETURNS

f\> The Village Secretary shall make a written return of the Election results to the Village

R Commission in accordance with the Texas Election Code. The Village Commission shall canvass
the returns and declare the results of the Election in accordance with the. Texas Election Code
and the Texas Tax Code.

11. NOTICE OF ELECTION

- Notice of the Election shall be published one time in both the English and Spanish languages, ina - -
newspaper published within Webberville' territory at least ten (10) days and no more than thirty (30)
days before the Election and as otherwise may be required by the Texas Election Code. Notice of the
Election shall also be posted on the bulletin board used by the Village Commission to post notices of
its Village Commission meetings no later than the twenty-first (21%) day before the Electlon '

12, AUTHORIZATION TO EXECUTE

The Mayor of the Vlllage of Webberville is authonzed to execute and the V111age Secretary is
authorized to attest this Ordinance on behalf of the Village Commission. The Mayor is further
authorized to do all other things legal and necessary in connection with the holding and
consummation of the Election.
