WHEREAS, a budget appropriating revenues generated by the collection of ad
valorem for the use and support of the municipal government of the Village of
Webberville has been approved and adopted by the Village of Webberville Commission as
required by Section 102.009 of the Texas Local Government Code;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE VILLAGE COMMISSION OF
THE VILLAGE OF WEBBERVILLE, TEXAS:

Section 1 - Approval of 200_6 Tax Rate and Levy

That there be and is hereby levied and shall be assessed and collected for the year 2006, on
all taxable property, real, personal and mixed, situated within the city limits of the
Village of Webberville, Texas, and not exempt by the Constitution of the State and valid
state laws, an ad valorem tax rate of Twenty-seven and one half Cents (50.275) on each
One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) assessed value of taxable property, and shall be
apportioned and distributed as follows: .

(2) For the purpose of defraying the current expenses and budget of the municipal
government of the City (maintenance and operation), a tax rate of Twenty-seven and
one half Cents ($0.275) on each One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) assessed value of
taxable property.

Section 2 - Penalty and Interest

All taxes shall become a lien upon the property against which assessed and the City Tax
Assessor/Collector for the Village of Webberville, Texas shall by virtue of the tax rolls, fix
and establish a lien by levying upon such property, whether real or personal, for the
payment of said taxes, penalty and interest, and the penalty and interest collected from
such delinquent taxes shall be appropriated for the general fund of the Village of
Webberville, Texas ' ‘ -
